Bidders have to register on Metal Scrap Trade Corporation Ltd (MSTC) portal for
participation in e-auction.

Bidder should be ash product manufacturer (i.e. manufacturer of bricks, sheets,
blocks, tiles, construction products, wall panels, cement sheets etc.) with MSME /
Udyam registration.

Bid evaluation and rate applicability shall be strictly as per QR documents and
bid document and decision by the auction binding on all bidders.

EMD: Rs. 10,000 /-

Security Deposit: - 5% of the annual order value, limited to Rs. 1 Lakh.

Penalty: - Penalty for Short Lifting at rate of Rs.10/MT for non-lifted quantity to
be calculated quarterly.

If any agency fails to lift 70% of the allotted quantity consecutively for the period
of Three months, the sale order will be terminated.

Total Balance quantity (unlifted by agency, balance quantity after e-auction,
balance quantity after termination) will be made available to the demanding
agencies at TPS wise Highest quoted rate in e-auction on First come first serve
basis.

Minimum quantity of 100 MT on yearly basis is assured quantity to the qualified
bidders. Above 100 MT, the quantity will be allocated proportionately if total
demanded quantity is more than the available quantity.

Bidders may quote the annual quantity required against a price starting from floor
price and with increment for bidding of Rs. 1.00.

Contract period: One year from the date of issue of order.

There will be no lower limit for bid evaluation below which the tender will be
declared unsuccessful.

All qualifying bidders who match the rate of H1 bidder shall be allotted the
proportionate of their bidding quantity.

All Bidders shall bid for min 100 MT and in multiple of 10 MT up to max
quantity.

2. This office Circulars dated 09.10.2025 (Pond Ash) and 23.12.2025 (Dry Fly
Ash) issued after due approval of Competent Authority.
3. Approved Office Note No. CE (E&S & GP-1I)/EE-3/BTPS/Auction/H1/
condition/ 11 dated 10.01.2026.

With reference to the subject cited above, the Competent Authority has approved
the adoption of a revised e-auction allocation mechanism along with safeguard
conditions for disposal/sale of Pond Ash and Dry Fly Ash under Group-1 (60%)
and Group-II (20%) quotas at all Group-A Thermal Power Stations as a measure
to prevent speculative or manipulative bidding practices.

The revised mechanism has been formulated in alignment with the objectives of
the State Ash Policy-2025, namely transparent ash sale process, assured lifting of
ash and safeguarding of revenue and utilization targets.

All Group-A TPS are hereby informed to Adopt the following mechanism under e-
auction:

E-AUCTION ALLOTMENT & SAFEGUARD MECHANISM (POND ASH /DRY FLY
ASH).

A. General Principle

« Allocation shall be done round wise based on bidder ranking.

« In each round, the rate of that round shall be tested with mandatory
allocation of 25% quantity.

« The round shall be treated as successful only if at least one bidder accepts
25% quantity at the round rate, while the balance quantity 75% will be
allocated proportionately to the bidding quantity of the bidders who
matched the rate of the respective round.

« If a round fails, the rate of that round is scrapped, and only the bidder
who quoted that rate is penalised.



B. Round - I (H1 Rate Round)

1. After auction closure, bidders are ranked and the highest quoted rate
bidder is identified as H1.
2. All bidders are informed that Round-I rate is H1 rate and are invited to:
o Match the H1 rate, and
o Lift quantity as per allocation rules.
3. The H1 bidder is mandatorily offered 25% of the total auctioned quantity
at the H1 rate.

Casel: If H1 accepts 25% quantity:

The H1 rate is declared as the final arrived rate.

25% quantity is allotted to H1.

The balance 75% quantity is allotted to other bidders who match
the H1 rate,

— Proportionately based on their required / bid quantity.

o Round-I is closed successfully.

Case 2: If H1 does not accept, but any other bidder (H2 / H3 / ...) accepts
25% at H1 rate:

> That bidder becomes the effective H1 of Round-I.

o The H1 rate is declared as arrived rate.

o 25% quantity is allotted to that accepting bidder.

o Balance 75% is allotted proportionately to the bidding quantity of
other bidders matching the H1 rate.

o Round-I is closed successfully.

Case 3: If H1 does NOT accept 25% quantity and no bidder matches the
rate of round
o The H1 rate of Round-I is scrapped.
o HI1 bidder is penalised, namely:
* Immediate disqualification from the ongoing auction,
* Forfeiture of EMD.
» Cancellation of any existing ash sale orders with
MAHAGENCO (if applicable),
* Backlisting and Debarment from participation in
MAHAGENCO ash auctions for a period of 03 years.
» Any ongoing MAHAGENCO ash contract, if existing, stands
cancelled.
o Other bidders are NOT penalised.
o Auction proceeds to Round-II.

C. Round - II (H2 Rate Round): (Applicable only if Round-I fails completely)

1. The H2 quoted rate becomes the Round-II rate. All remaining eligible
bidders (H2 and below) are invited to:
o Match the H2 rate, and
o Accept mandatory 25% quantity.

2. The H2 bidder is mandatorily offered 25% quantity at H2 rate.

Case 1: If H2 accepts 25% quantity:

o H2 rate becomes the final arrived rate.

o 25% quantity is allotted to H2.

o Balance 75% is allotted proportionately to other bidders matching
the H2 rate.

o Round-II is closed successfully.



Case 2: If H2 does not accept, but any lower bidder (H3 / H4 / ...) accepts
25% at H2 rate:

That bidder becomes the effective H1 of Round-IL

o H2 rate is declared as the arrived rate.

o  25% quantity is allotted to the accepting bidder.

- Balance 75% is allotted proportionately to other bidders matching
the H2 rate.

o Round-II is closed successfully.

Case 3: If H2 does NOT accept 25% quantity and no bidder matches the
rate of round:

o The H2 rate is scrapped.
o Only H2 bidder is penalised:
« Immediate disqualification from the ongoing auction,
» Forfeiture of EMD.
« Cancellation of any existing ash sale orders with
MAHAGENCO (if applicable),
« Backlisting and Debarment from participation in
MAHAGENCO ash auctions for a period of 03 years.
« Any ongoing MAHAGENCO ash contract, if existing, stands
cancelled.

. Other bidders are not penalised.
- Auction proceeds to Round-III.

D.Subsequent Rounds (Round-IIL, IV, ...)
« [Each subsequent round shall follow the same sequence, where:

. The next highest quoted rate becomes the round rate.

+ The bidder who quoted that rate is required to accept mandatory
25% quantity.

o If accepted —» rate arrives, quantity allotted (25% + 75%).

o If not accepted — rate scrapped, only that bidder penalised, move to
next round.

= The process shall continue round-over-round until:
» A bidder accepts 25 % quantity at the applicable round rate, or
» Auction reaches logical closure.

All Group-A TPS shall publish this specific condition immediately on MSTC
in order to intimate the bidders prior to conduction of any e-auction.

This issues with the approval of the Competent Authority for adoption with
immediate effect and applicable for all upcoming and future e-auctions for Pond

Ash and Dry Fly Ash.

In continuation to specific condition for ash allocation mechanism and safeguards
for e-auction conveyed vide letter under reference to the respective TPS following
modification is proposed after approval of competent authority is as below.

1. The higher-level bidders (H1, H2, H3......... ) for not Accepting 25%
quantity at their quoted rate of auction, they are now allowed to match the
rate of successful lower bidder who accepts the 25% quantity.

2. They will be allocated proportionate quantity from balance quantity i.e 75%
along with the other bidders which are below the successful bidder and
ready to match the rate.

3. If not matched then following penal action will be initiated

Forfeiture of EMD,

Disqualification from the ongoing auction, and
debarment / blacklisting for 03 years
Cancellation of any existing sale orders (if any)
